
AN ORDINANCE
AMENDING AND REORDAINING SECTION 22-4 OF CHAPTER 22 OF THE 

CHARLOTTESVILLE CITY CODE, AS AMENDED, TO INCREASE THE SMALL 
PURCHASE THRESHOLD LIMIT FROM ONE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS 

($100,000) TO TWO HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($200,000)

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council for the City of Charlottesville, Virginia that: 

Section 22-4 of Article I of Chapter 22 (City Procurement of Goods and Services from 
Non-Governmental Sources) is hereby amended and reordained, as follows:  

CHAPTER 22. CITY PROCUREMENT OF GOODS AND SERVICES FROM NON-
GOVERNMENTAL SOURCES

ARTICLE I. IN GENERAL

Sec. 22-4. Methods of procurement authorized.

(f) The purchasing manager may establish written procedures ("small purchase procedures"), approved by 
the city manager, for single- or term-contracts for: 

(1) Goods and services (other than professional services) and non-transportation related construction, if 
the aggregate or the sum of all amounts to be paid to the contractor is not expected to exceed one 
hundred thousand dollars ($100,000);  two hundred thousand dollars ($200,000); and 

(2) Transportation-related construction, if the aggregate or sum of all phases is not expected to exceed 
twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000); and 

(3) Professional services without requiring competitive negotiation, provided the aggregate or the sum of 
all phases is not expected to exceed eighty thousand dollars ($80,000). 

Such small purchase procedures shall provide for competition wherever practicable.
